What is Object ID?

Object ID is an international standard for describing arr, antiques,
and antiquities. It has been developed through the collaboration of
museurns, cultural heritage organizations, police and customs agen-
cies, the art and antiques trade, appraisers, and the insurance industry.

Why use Object ID?

A stolen object is unlikely to be recovered and returned to you
unless it has been photographed and adequately described. The
Object ID checklist helps you provide the information needed to

identify an object as yours.

How do I use Object ID?

Object ID is easy to use. Just follow the checklist on the back of
this page and try to answer as many of the questions as possible.
